Gleaning Project 2009

This new mission, headed by Jerry Althoff, had
an extremely successful first season. There
were 27 GPC members volunteering. They
gleaned 15 times and spent 156 hours picking
produce. There were 120 volunteers total who
picked 79,664 1bs. of fruits and vegetables do-
nated by 16 growers, 2 farm markets, and nu-
merous home gardeners. Based on USDA val-
ues, the value of the food gleaned was $57,512.
The food went to Soup Kitchen which serves 50
people 6 days per week, SCCAP which serves
2200-3400 people per month, Survivors which
serves 22 persons 3 meals a day, Rescue Mis-
sion which serves 30 people 3 meals a day, Be-
thel Compassion Ministries which serves 500
per month, Campus Kitchen which prepares
some Meals on Wheels, Office of Aging, and
various churches upon request. The volunteers
ranged in age from 5 years to 79 years young.
