This Lent we’re going “back to the basics” with a fo-
cus on the Apostles Creed in small groups and in a preaching 
series.

In addition, I encourage you to engage in the personal spiritual disciplines of Bible 
reading and prayer.  Reading a gospel would be very appropriate for Lent.  If you 
read one chapter each day, you could read through Mark’s gospel twice, even tak-
ing Sundays off!  And spend some time talking and listening to God each day in 
prayer.  Let’s purpose together to come out of Lent with stronger faith than when 
we entered it!
