of Richmond, VA, held a Thanksgiving morning ser-
vice (at 7:00AM!) each year followed by a breakfast.  
My first year there, I talked about the first Thanksgiv-
ing celebrated by the Pilgrims in 1621 in Plymouth, 
MA.  Following the service, several church members 
corrected me.  They said that the first Thanksgiving in 
America was not held in Plymouth, MA.  Rather, it 
was held about 25 miles from our church, at Berkley 
Plantation on the James River in Virginia!   
On Sept. 16, 1619 thirty-eight English settlers  de-
parted from Bristol, England and landed along the 
James River on Dec. 4, 1619, two years before the Pil-
grims landed at Plymouth.  Their charter proclaimed 
that a “day of thanksgiving to God” would be held on 
the day they landed and annually thereafter!  And that’s what happened.  
Oops! 
          It’s interesting that both groups of settlers set aside a full day to 
thank God for their safe arrival in this new land.  I believe that gratitude 
is a foundational Christian virtue, and our forefathers and foremothers 
understood that.  So, in the midst of family conversations, football 
games, and turkey dinners, I hope you’ll take some time to thank God 
for all that God has given you this Thanksgiving season.  “…give thanks 
in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.”
